During the month of September, I have been going into the 
classrooms discussing two topics.  During the first two weeks,

NEW CHILD BOOSTER SEAT LAW  
 

A new law regarding child booster seats took  

effect on September 1 st.  SB 61 requires that all  
children younger than 8 years old and less than four 

feet nine inches tall be in a child safety seat while  

riding in a car.  You can find out more about this and
