Temperature of 100.4 degrees or more. Student  
    must be fever free for 24 hours, without  
 medication, before re-entry. 

Pain and/or swelling at angle of jaw. 

Undetermined rash over any part of the body  
    accompanied by fever. 

Undiagnosed scaly patches on the body or scalp. 

Nausea, vomiting or diarrhea. Student must be  
   symptom free for 24 hours, without medication,  
   before re-entry. 

Red, draining eyes. 

Intense itching with signs and symptoms of  
   secondary infection. 

Open, draining lesions. 

Jaundice 

Lice or nits on shaft of hair, until treatment is  
   verified 

Medications at School 
Any prescription or over the counter medication that 
must be administered during school hours should be 
accompanied by a pink medication form.  For student 
safety, all medications should be transported to and 
from school by a parent/guardian. All medications must 
be in their original, properly-labeled container and  
received by authorized school personnel.
